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Towards Port Governance for Growth

Port Governance is traditionally an important issue for policy-makers and port authorities
since it guides how the role and function of Government, port authorities and private
sectors are determined in port management. In addition port performance and
development is influenced by the type of port governance to varying degree. However
it is observed that port governance evolves to address challenges and changes which
ports are confronted with including climate crisis, digital transition and port-city relations.
This presentation reviews evolution of port governance models and proposes new port

governance models as a development strategy of ports.
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
